SUBJECT: 2008 ROLLING PLAINS 3 DISTRICT 4-H FASHION SHOW

Enclosed are guidelines and rules for the Rolling Plains 3 District 4-H Fashion Show. The Fashion
Show will be held Saturday, April 19, 2008  at the Olney High School, 704 W. Grove in Olney,
Texas. The show is being planned and organized by the District 4-H Fashion Show Committee and
Young County 4-H. Award ribbons will be sponsored by AEP Texas.

There will be a $5.00 entry fee per participant for the Fashion Show.  Participants will register on 4-H
Connect. Registration will open on 4-H Connect March 3 and close April 4. A noon meal will
be available for participants, volunteers, and agents for a fee of $5.00.  Parents and guests of
participants  may also dine at the Fashion Show for $5.00. A form is enclosed where you will list
those that are eating and which ones will be paying. Note the meal and registration are separate fees.

The enclosed materials are for the 2008 District 3 4-H Fashion Show.  All  items required for the

District 4-H Fashion Show, including fabric and fashion design entries, are due in the

Young County Extension Office by April 4.  NO LATE ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED.

Sheryl Mahaney is the agent contact for the District Fashion Show.

The senior winners going to the state contest will need to review required information due for the
State 4-H Fashion Show which will be different from the information required for the District Fashion
Show.  They are also responsible for the required photos for the state information. State Fashion

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2008 DISTRICT 3 JUNIOR 4-H FASHION SHOW GUIDELINES
The junior division is limited to 4-H youth who were in the following age range on 

August 31, 2007: Age 8 and in the 3  grade through age 10.  rd

The Fashion Show has two junior divisions, buying and construction.

Scoring will be based on:
• 45% appearance
• 45% construction (judges can look at hems, seams, etc....)
• 10% project learning experiences and activities

Juniors will be judged by a panel of adult judges. Each category will be judged separately. All
contestants will be evaluated on criteria identified on the attached scorecard and by interview
questions from adult judges concerning the entry.

CONSTRUCTION DIVISION
A. CATEGORIES

1. Casual - for school and casual after school activities, such as spectator sports and picnics.
Examples are pants, jeans, skirts, or shorts and tops, casual or sporty dresses, skirts or pants with
casual/sport jackets, school coats, and coordinated separates.

2. Pop-over skirts/pull-on shorts and pants - A quick to make skirt, shorts, or pants with
a simple casing and elastic waistband and a hem. Trims and accessories may be added to the
garments. ONLY the skirt, shorts, or pants will be judged (even if accessories were made by the
participant). THIS CATEGORY SHOULD BE LIMITED TO FIRST-YEAR PARTICIPANTS. The
pop-over skirt can be made with or without a pattern. It may be long or short. Details for the pop-
over skirt may be found in the “Ready-Set-Go” clothing leaflet, CLO 5.1145 - “Your First Sewing
Project”.

3. Specialty - limited to athletic and special purpose garments. Examples are band, pep squad,
and cheerleader uniforms; formals; dressy dresses; athletic garments such as jogging suits, swim suits,
leotards and ski-wear; sleep wear; and theatrical and circus-type costumes such as clown suits and
ballet costumes. Garments in this category should not be suitable for ordinary daily activities.

B. CONSTRUCTION GUIDELINES
1. All garments must have been constructed during participation in a 4-H Clothing Project

between June 15, 2007 and the date of the District contest. Garments may be constructed by sewing,
knitting, or crocheting using new or recycled material. Accessories such as belts, shoes, hosiery,
gloves, jewelry, and hats may be purchased. Items not constructed by the participant will be
considered accessories.

2. Only garments worn may be entered. No additional garments may be carried with the
exception of props (show stick, tennis racket, golf club, corsage, teddy bear, etc...)

BUYING DIVISION
A. CATEGORIES

1. Casual - for school and casual after school activities, such as spectator sports and picnics.
Examples are pants, jeans, skirts, or shorts and tops, casual or sporty dresses, skirts or pants with
casual/sport jackets, school coats, and coordinated separates.

If during comparison shopping,
the 4-H member determines that paying a professional seamstress (at normal retail cost) to construct
an ensemble is the best choice for purchasing a garment, he or she must list the cost of fabrics,
patterns, notions, any other supplies and payment to the seamstress as the cost of the garment. Enter
the appropriate information in the column headed “Garments Selected” on the Buying Division
Worksheet. Information will be evaluated during judging so the worksheet must be complete. Adult
judges will ask questions about the garment and the comparison shopping experience. 

2. Comparison shopping may include department store, boutiques or specialty stores, mail
order catalogs, internet sites, outlet stores, and professional seamstresses. Three different shopping
sources must be used, not three sections of a single store.

3. Only garments worn may be entered. No additional garments may be carried with the
exception of props (show stick, tennis racket, golf club, corsage, teddy bear, etc...)

4. The Junior Buying Division Worksheet must be completed.  This is a simple one page
worksheet.  

NATURAL FIBERS COMPETITION
A. COTTON AWARD GUIDELINES
If funding is available, cotton awards will be given by the Rolling Plains Cotton Growers.  Cash
awards will be given to winning cotton participants. Entry in the Cotton Award Competition requires
that a garment or ensemble meet the fiber content requirements for the fiber competition being
entered. To compete for the cotton award, the garment or ensemble must be made of fabric with a
minimum of 60% cotton.

Lining fabric, interfacing fabric, and trims are not required to meet the fiber content requirements. A
blouse or shirt worn as an accessory may be made of a fiber content which does not qualify for the
award.

The garment or ensemble must meet one of the following criteria:
• The ensemble, except for a blouse or shirt, is made of eligible fashion fabric.
• A full length coat made of eligible fashion fabric. It may be worn over a garment of

any fiber content.
• Two matched or coordinated garments, such as skirt and vest or pants and top, are

made of eligible fashion fabric.

B. NATURAL FIBER JUDGING
Each participant who meets the award requirements is eligible for a cotton award. One cotton award
will be given in each of the six (6) junior categories. Cotton award winners in each category will be
selected by the category judges.

The intermediate division is limited to 4-H youth who were in the following age range on 

August 31, 2007: Age 11, 12, or 13

The Fashion Show has two intermediate divisions, buying and construction.

Scoring will be based on:
• 45% appearance
• 45% construction (judges can look at hems, seams, etc....)
• 10% project learning experiences and activities

Intermediates will be judged by a panel of adult judges. Each category will be judged separately. All
contestants will be evaluated on criteria identified on the attached scorecard and by interview
questions from adult judges concerning the entry.

CONSTRUCTION DIVISION
A. CATEGORIES

1. Casual - for school and casual after school activities, such as spectator sports and picnics.
Examples are pants, jeans, skirts, or shorts and tops, casual or sporty dresses, skirts or pants with
casual/sport jackets, school coats, and coordinated separates.

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2008 DISTRICT 3 SENIOR 4-H FASHION SHOW GUIDELINES
The senior division is limited to 4-H youth who were in the following age range on

 August 31, 2007: Ages 14 - 18

The Fashion Show has two senior divisions, buying and construction.

Scoring will be based on:
• 25% quality of project activities and written materials
• 15% appearance, fit and fashionability
• 30% knowledge of fiber & fiber characteristics, uses, care
• 30% ability to evaluate garment quality and apply knowledge (judges can look at

hems, seams, etc....)

Seniors will be judged by a panel of adult judges. Each category will be judged separately. All
contestants will be evaluated on criteria identified on the attached scorecard and by interview
questions from adult judges concerning the entry.

Once a contestant has won first place at the State Contest in one division (Buying or
Construction), he/she is no longer eligible to compete in that division.

CONSTRUCTION DIVISION AND BUYING DIVISION
A. CATEGORIES

1. Casual - for school and casual after school activities, such as spectator sports, picnics, and
casual dates. Examples are pants, jeans, skirts, or shorts each with a top, jumpsuits, casual or sporty
dresses, skirts or pants with casual/sporty jackets, school coats, and coordinated separates. 

2. Dressy - for ensembles worn to dressy activities such as church, dinner dates, theater,
banquets, and job/scholarship interviews. Examples are men’s and women’s suits, dressy dresses and
dressy coats.

3. Formal  - limited to garments worn for formal events and formal weddings. This category
includes tuxedos, formal gowns, wedding dresses and bridesmaids dresses. Garments in this category
should not be suitable for ordinary daily activities.

4. Specialty - limited to athletic and special purpose garments. Examples are band, pep squad,
and cheerleader uniforms, athletic garments such as jogging suits, swim suits, leotards, and ski-wear;
sleep wear, and theatrical and circus-type costumes such as clown suits and ballet costumes.
Garments in this category should not be suitable for ordinary daily activities.

CONSTRUCTION GUIDELINES
1. All garments must have been constructed during participation in a 4-H Clothing Project

between June 15, 2007 and the date of the District contest. Garments may be constructed by sewing,
knitting, or crocheting using new or recycled material. Accessories such as belts, shoes, hosiery,
gloves, jewelry, and hats may be purchased.

NATURAL FIBERS COMPETITION
A. NATURAL FIBER GUIDELINES
If funding is available cotton awards will be provided by the Rolling Plains Cotton Growers.
Women’s Auxiliary Texas Sheep and Goat Raisers will provide cash awards to winning wool
participants. Entry in the Natural Fibers Competition requires that a garment or ensemble meet the
fiber content requirements for the fiber competition being entered. To compete for the cotton award,
the garment or ensemble must be made of fabric with a minimum of 60% cotton. To compete for the
wool/mohair award, the garment or ensemble must contain a minimum of 60% wool, 60% mohair,
or a 60% blend of the two.

Lining fabric, interfacing fabric, and trims are not required to meet the fiber content requirements. A
blouse or shirt worn as an accessory may be made of a fiber content which does not qualify for the
award.

The garment or ensemble must meet one of the following criteria:
• The ensemble, except for a blouse or shirt, is made of eligible fashion fabric.
• A full length coat made of eligible fashion fabric. It may be worn over a garment of

any fiber content.
• Two matched or coordinated garments, such as skirt and vest or pants and top, are

made of eligible fashion fabric.

B. NATURAL FIBER JUDGING
Each participant who meets the award requirements is eligible for a cotton award. One cotton award
will be given in each of the eight (8) senior categories. Cotton award winners in each category will
be selected by the category judges.

Each county is eligible to have two wool/mohair entries: 1 senior - buying

OBJECTIVES:

The objectives of the design competition are for 4-H members to:

1. demonstrate ability to obtain inspiration for designs
2. conduct design research
3. collect and record design ideas
4. use the principles and elements of design
5. follow the steps needed to complete a design 
6. practice designing

COMPETITION REQUIREMENTS:

The Design Competition is open to 4-H members who have completed a Clothing Project with an emphasis on Fabric and Fashion
Design.

There are three age divisions:

JUNIORS:   The junior division is limited to 4-H youth who were in the following age range on August 31, 2007: Age 8 and
in the 3  grade through age 10.  Juniors complete Design Information and  Questionnaire form and a sketch of the apparel,rd

accessory, or fabric they designed.

INTERMEDIATES:   The intermediate division is limited to 4-H youth who were in the following age range on August 31,
2007:  Age 11, 12, or 13.   Intermediates complete Design Information and  Questionnaire form and a sketch of the
apparel, accessory, or fabric they designed.

SENIORS: The senior division is limited to 4-H youth who were in the following age range on August 31, 2007: Ages 14 - 18.
Seniors MUST complete the Design Information and Questionnaire in conjunction with the Design Sketch form.

There are three entry categories for each age division:

• Accessory Design
• Apparel Design (pattern modification or original design)
• Textile Design

A county is eligible to have one participant in each category of each age division for a total of 9 participants per county.

Entry is by portfolio. The portfolio is limited to one design and must include all the materials listed below and only those materials.
Do not include extra pages or send photographs.

A. One finished design illustration, in color, matted and mounted on heavy paper or poster board enclosed in an 8 ½ “ x 11"
page protector to protect the design; no smaller than 5 x 7 inches. (Juniors, Intermediates, Seniors)

B. One page of design sketches. Explanation of Detail and Design sketches: in detail boxes show details not easily seen or
identified in your design illustration; in design boxes show one drawing of original design and one alternate design (ie:
same dress design, different color).
(Optional: Fabric swatches and sample trims may be attached to this page to il lustrate the apparel or accessory sketches;

do not include swatches of the textile design.) (Seniors only)

C. One completed Design and Questionnaire form (2 pages)  about the design. (Juniors, Intermediates, and Seniors)

D. The illustration is to be clean and neatly mounted or matted. The sketches may be done in pencil, charcoal, pastels, water
colors, pen and ink, crayons, or almost any medium available. The working sketches and detail sheets may be done either in
black and white or color, but the finished illustration must be in color. At least one sketch should show the scale of the
design. For example, a ring might be shown on a hand or next to an object of known size.

E. The complete portfolio must fit inside a standard letter size file folder.

A 4-H member may not submit more than one portfolio to the competition in the same year.

Once a 4-H members wins first place at State Roundup in a category, he or she may not enter that category again.
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By entering the contest, 4-H’er is agreeing to allow reproduction of entry for publicity purposes.

All portfolios will be returned to the contestants.

AWARDS:

All participants will receive a participation ribbon. The first five (5) places in each division will be awarded placing ribbons. The top
individual in each division will receive a certificate.  Ribbons are provided by AEP Texas. 

Participants advancing to the State Contest will be required to attend the state contest, participate in an interview, and pay the
Roundup registration fee.

SPECIAL OPPORTUNITIES FOR 4-H’ERS AT DISTRICT 4-H FASHION SHOW 

There will be two special opportunities offered in 2008 in conjunction with the District 4-H Fashion Show
to give 4-H’ers other than the Fashion Show participants a chance to be involved in District wide activities
related to a Clothing & Textiles project.  

There will not be a limit on the number of participants from a county.  Agents might want to use this
opportunity to give second place winners in the County Fashion Show the opportunity to go to the
District Fashion Show and be recognized on stage.  

District Fashion Show participants may also take part in these special opportunities.  The special
opportunities will be excellent opportunities for 4-H’ers who do record books to have District level
activities and activities for “Promote 4-H”.
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These opportunities are:

Educational Exhibit - Exhibits may be entered by an individual or a group (such as a 4-H Clothing &
Textiles project group).  Exhibits should be related to some area of the Clothing and Textiles project.  The
exhibits must be card table size.  Nothing can be attached to walls.  An easel may be used behind the table
to hold a sign, poster, etc.   Contestants must provide their own easel and/or card table.  There will be
no access to electricity.  The exhibits may or may not be manned by the participants.  All 4-H’ers setting
up an exhibit will receive a certificate.  4-H’ers should set their exhibit up in the designated exhibit area at
the District Fashion Show prior to 10:00 a.m. Exhibits should remain in place until after the style show
and awards program.  Each exhibit should include a sign that lists the County name and name(s) of 4-
H’ers who developed the exhibit.  4-H’ers with exhibits must attend the Fashion Show.  

Agents are asked to please contact the District Office as soon as they know of any changes in the listing of
4-H‘ers names for a particular exhibit or if the exhibit they listed on the registration form will not be set up
at the District Fashion Show. 

News Writing - A 4-H’er in any age division may write a news article promoting the clothing & textiles
project, the fashion show or any other subject matter area of the Clothing & Textile Project.  These
articles will be due in the Young County Extension Office by April 4, 2008 with the rest of your county’s
fashion show materials.  These articles should contain the 4-H’ers name, county and age in the top right
hand corner.  They should be typed double- spaced on standard 8 ½ x 11 inch white paper.  All 4-H’ers
will receive a certificate.
