2. ENTRY DEADLINE: NO LATE registration 

3. ENTRY FEE: $5.00 on 4-H Online 

4. AGE DIVISION: Junior- 8 years old and in the 3rd - 5th grades; Intermediate- 6th - 8th 
grades; Senior- 9th-12th grades 

5. PLACING: Only the Top 5 placings in each category in each age division will be 
assigned a ranking. 

6. PLEASE NOTE: Storyboards will now be an invitational contest at the senior 4-H level. 
A 4-H member may enter only one storyboard. 

7. All State Storyboard Guidelines will be used except for participation age, entry fee, 
entry deadline and awards.
